Together with the promissory note, the Contractor must submit:

· Letter of authorization stating that the promissory note with the indicated nominal amount (VAT excluded) of 5 % of the total price of the service may be submitted for payment without the consent of the Contractor in case the service was not provided in proportion to the payments made to the Contractor.

· Certificate on promissory note registration.

· A copy of the specimen signature card at the bank on which deposited signature and stamp of the Contractor are clearly visible, stamped with the date of certification of the bank, not older than 30 days from the conclusion of the Contract.

Signature of the authorized person on the promissory note and the letter of authorisation must be identical to the signature specimen card.

In case of change of the authorized representative, letter of authorization remains in effect.

The Contractor shall submit the promissory note as a performance guarantee for the period 30 days longer than the period of validity of the Contract, which must be defined in the content of the letter of authorization, after which the Contracting authority shall return the promissory note upon written request of the Contractor.
Article 12
Liabilities and Insurance
DDP - Delivered Duty Paid: Incoterm which imposes on the seller maximum obligations vis-à-vis transportation and loss risks and damage associated with the goods:
The seller delivers the goods when the goods are placed at the disposal of the Contracting authority and a place defined in Article 1 of the Contract, cleared for import on the arriving means of transport ready for unloading at the named place of destination. The seller bears all the costs and risks involved in bringing the goods to the place of destination and has an obligation to clear the goods not only for export but also for import, to pay any duty for both export and import and to carry out all customs formalities.
